
Space Coast Chapter Meeting Minutes

Anti-Trust Statement: This meeting shall be conducted in strict compliance with all Federal and 
State Anti-Trust rules and regulations. Members of this chapter and all others present are not here 
to violate any Anti-Trust laws. 
 
Announcements: After reading the Anti-Trust Statement, President David Silon informed the 
membership that we had pizza, soft drinks and water available for a fee of $10, for adults and $5 for 
children.  Any addition money collected over the cost of the food would go to the Chapter’s General 
Fund.   
 
Membership was informed that we had $337.50 in the 50/50 raffle, with tickets being available for 
$1 each, or 6 for $5.  David then made a request for volunteers for the upcoming Surveyor’s 
Festival, encouraging members that intended to volunteer to fill out a volunteers form on the 
website. 
 
Guest Speaker: Paul Schlube, a reptile expert with the Enchanted Forrest of the Brevard County 
Environmentally Endangered Lands Program, gave a 1.5 hour presentation on snakes native to the 
Central Florida Area.  Paul brought in several non-poisonous snakes, which he spoke about, then 
also talked about the areas poisonous snakes, as well as the effects the poison will have if you are 
bitten.  One common point that he stressed concerning all sn akes is that if you stay away 
from them it is not very likely that you will be bi tten. 
 
Secretary’s Report: President David Silon began by informing the membership that the February 
minutes were posted on the Space Coast Chapter Website and asked if there were any items that 
we wanted to discus.  Because several members stated that they have not visited the website to 
view the minutes, Director Donald Lanthorne made a motion to table the discussion on February’s 
minutes.  The motion was second by Kay Gargis, and passed unanimously.

Directors Report: Donald Lanthorne informed the membership that he attended the March 6th 
Board of Directors meeting.  The move to the Department of Agriculture is in the hands of Governor 
Christ.  At this time we are still under the Department of Business and Professional Regulation.   
 
A three-person committee has been formed to decide the fate of keeping the recruiters position at 
the F.S.M.S. Administrative Office.  Most directors are in favor of keeping the position.  One of the 
reasons for doing so, was the desire to have the recruiter address the lack of women and minorities 
in the surveying profession by targeting those groups. 



 
Old Business: Kay Gargis, Chairperson of the Ways and Means Committee, stated that the price 
of the calendars, will be lowered to $15 and they will be available for at the souvenir shop at the 
festival.  Tee-shirts commemorating the festival will also be available.  All other fundraising efforts 
will occur at the 2009 Surveyor’s Festival. 
 
 
Susan Jackson, Chairperson of the 2009 Florida Surveyor’s Festival , was not in attendance.  On 
March 10th, David Silon accepted a resolution by the Board of Brevard County Commissioners 
declaring the week of March 16-21st as Surveyor’s Week.  While thanking the commissioners for the 
resolution, David invited them and all citizens of Brevard County to attend the Surveyor’s Festival.  
Donald Lanthorne was successful in getting officials at N.A.S.A. to make a formal declaration, in 
conjunction with National Surveyor’s Week, honoring the surveyors’ role in building Kennedy Space 
Center. 
 
Andrew Powshok, who was named to the Brevard County Landscape Committee, was not in 
attendance.  Andrew was successful in having the language in revised in Brevard County 
Ordinance 62-4338.  The requirement to have a Survey Permit has been removed and exceptions 
have been added allowing the surveyors to cut enough line to perform their survey.  The chapter 
members as well as all surveyors that work in Breva rd owe our gratitude to Andrew for a job 
well done.   
 
David Silon informed the members that Lamar Evers, with the Department of Environmental 
Protection Agency would present a Seminar on the Restoration of Lost Corners at the April 
meeting.  The seminar is worth 1 C.E.C.  David then encouraged all to attend and try to invite a 
colleague to ensure a good turn out.  Rosaline Lanthorne suggested that we invite members from 
the Central Florida and Indian River Chapters to the meeting. 
 
New Business: David Silon informed the membership that we have been invited to participate in 
Career Day and Hoover Middle School.  We will set up outside and bring a digital level, G.P.S. 
equipment that utilizes cellular technology, and convention equipment.  The date is Friday, March 
27th, from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00p.m.  David Silon, Vice-President Donald Richter, Ryan Rincones and 
Treasurer John Gargis will represent the chapter.  
 
Ann Birch with the Nature Conservancy sent an email to Susan Jackson asking if the chapter 
wanted to participate in the Oyster Mat Deployment at Mosquito Lagoon.  We were given five dates 
to choose from and after discussion with the members in attendance we decided on Sunday, April 
26th.  Several members volunteered and all members were informed by email the following day.  
Ann later contacted David Silon and informed him that it would not be until May before they would 
be ready to continue the reef restoration.  She did say that she would try to arrange a day that all 
deployment will be done by Space Coast Chapter Members. 
 
Mike Hazelwood and Donnie Lanthorne had the winning tickets for the 50/50 raffle.  Neither pulled 
the blue marble.   The jackpot now stands at $370.00, with 76 white marbles and 1 blue one (the 
winning marble).
