Directors Report: Director Donald Lanthorne informed the members that he would be attending his first directors meeting later this month in Tallahassee.  
Old Business: President David Silon made a final request for a volunteer for the Secretary’s Position.  After nobody came forward, David decided to assume the role as Secretary for the rest of his term as president.  
Kay Gargis, Chairperson of the Calendar Committee, brought a draft of the calendar for the members to review.  Some suggestions were made about the format but Susan Jackson (she actually created the calendar) did not know if she could apply the changes.  All members agreed that the calendar as presented looks great.  They will be available for $25.00. 

Kay Gargis, Chairperson of the Ways and Means Committee, brought a couple of hats that would bear the 2009 Florida Surveyor’s Festival logo.  The chapter picked a loose fitting baseball cap.  

Susan Jackson, Chairperson of the 2009 Florida Surveyor’s Festival, announced that she would like to meet later this month to continue planning for the festival.  She also reported that the committee members decide that the money collected from the auction would be divided equally among the Chapter, U.F., U.C.F. and F.A.U.  Susan then brought a watercolor of the Festival Logo.  Once again Susan has out done herself, as the members in attendance were very impressed.

President David Silon announced that he has sent the scholarship application to Brevard County Public Schools, the University of Florida, the University of Central Florida and Florida Atlantic University.  From the responses that we received we will have plenty of candidates for the scholarship.

At the 2008 Annual Conference John Gargis spoke with Kelly Thrash of Florida Sunshine One-call about speaking at our chapter meeting.  After exchanging emails President David Silon was able to schedule her to speak at the February Chapter Meeting.  We still have not been able to secure dates with the instructor for the History of Surveying Seminars to be held in 2009.

Andrew Powshok, who was named to the Brevard County Landscape Committee, reported that no revisions have been made to the Ordinance at this time.  He did inform the members that for any items to be discussed concerning the Ordinance the request must come from a commissioner.  He also stated that the committee would continue on a bi-monthly basis until May of 2009.  At that time the committee will have made any revisions to the Ordinance and the committee will be dispersed.
New Business: We are waiting approval of the Space Coast Chapter’s Webmaster’s contract from the F.S.M.S. legal council.  Sara Williams, who will be hired as the chapter’s Web Master, said she wanted to begin working on the site and wait for compensation until after the 2009 Florida Surveyor’s Festival. 

A discussion was brought up about the Chapter giving Director Donnie Lanthorne $150 to offset the cost of travel and logging for his trip to Tallahassee to attend the Board of Directors Meeting on November 20th and 21st.  Once again our chapter member decide to forgo his reimbursement until after the 2009 Florida Surveyor’s Festival.

A discussion was made concerning place to hold the Christmas Dinner.  We decided to hold the dinner at Islands Fish Grill in Indialantic.  We also decided instead of having a White Elephant gift exchange as we have done the past two years, we would ask those who attend to bring an unwrapped gift in exchange for five raffle tickets for the 50/50 Raffle.  All gifts will be donated to the Brevard County Children’s Homes Society.

Two items of discussion were tabled until April: First, the chapter would like to Adopt a Family in need for next Christmas and Susan Jackson would like to request members to volunteer to help the Central Florida Chapter with the Annual Conference to be held a Champions Gate.

Both Susan Jackson and Andrew Powshok had the matching tickets for the 50/50 Raffle, though neither pulled the blue marble.  The jackpot for the raffle now stands at $222.

Adjournment:  At 8:40 p.m. a motion to adjourn was made by Donnie Lanthorne, second by Susan Jackson, motion passed unanimously.
