After nobody came forward, David decided to assume that role until a Secretary can be found.

Kay Gargis, Chairperson of the Calendar Committee , informed us that we have plenty of
applications to create a great calendar. Judges will select the winners before the next chapter
meeting. After a discussion by the members, we decided to print 200 calendars. They will be
available for $25.00.

Kay Gargis, Chairperson of the Ways and Means Committee , discussed a couple of fundraiser
ideas.

Susan Jackson, Chairperson of the 2009 Florida Surveyor’s Festival , announced that she would
like to meet later this month to continue planning for the festival. She also clarified that the money
for the auction would be divided among the U.F., U.C.F. and F.A.U. and presented to them during
the festival. Donald Lanthorne suggested that the theme for this years festival would be ‘* Space
Coast Chapter — It All Starts Here'.

After President David Silon informed the members that Michael Stazio had joined the Armed
Forces, Sara Williams accepted the role as Chairperson of Scholarship Committee. Sara will begin

Landscape Committee on October 15". Getting Andrew on the committee was a great victory for
the Space Coast Chapter as the Landscape Ordinance as it is written, if enforced, would result in
making the cost to do an ordinary Boundary Survey more that what most people would expect to

pay.
